1.  Using two and three phoneme words or picture cards, have children sing the 
following verse to the tune of “Th e Wheels on the Bus”:

“Th e sounds in the word go /c/ /a/ /t/; /c/ /a/ /t/; /c/ /a/ /t/. Th e sounds in the 
word go /c/ /a/ /t/ Can you guess the word?”

2.  Repeat with other two and three phoneme words. Move into written language 
by writing words on the chalkboard and having volunteers circle the words 
used in the verse.
